























1. That un 2ss the respondent fails to file an answer
within the time allowed therefor, or files an answer admitting
all the material allegations of this complaint, this
proceeding be set for oral hearing in conformity with the

2. That such order or orders be issued as are authorized
by the Act and warranted under the circumstances, incl i{ir an

order

{a} Reguiring the respondent to cease and desist
from violating the Act and the regulations and standards issued
thereunder; and

{b} Assessing civil penalties against the
respondent in accordance with section 19 of the Act (7 U.S.C.

2149).




{c} Suspending or revoking the respondent’s license

in accordance with section 19 of the Act (7 U.S.C. 2149) .
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
